UNIFORMS/CHARACTER SKIRTS

This year we will again be carrying the leotards, socks,
scrunchies, skirts and belts that are required dress for
class. We do not carry any new shoes. Please check
your character skirt. If you are entering Grade 1, this is
new to your uniform. These are all made as they are
ordered and take 3-4 weeks. Please check yours to see
if you need a new one and order early.

DRESS CODE/ARRIVAL TIME

Please help us to keep a neat and professional
atmosphere in the classroom. For ballet classes, each
child should come to class with their hair up in a neat
bun (no wisps). If you have a ballet and a jazz class
back to back, layer your clothes and leave your hair up.
It is important that all of our students come to class
fully prepared, this way our teachers will not have to
use valuable class time to do the students hair. Also
being prepared when they arrive, allows dancers to
quickly change between classes without missing 15
minutes of their next class. For jazz, hip hop, tap and
contemporary classes’ dancers may wear jazz attire (no
jeans, no school clothes) and their hair must be neat and
off the face.

Each dancer should
ALWAYS have the
following hair accessories
in their bag:

1. At least 2 hair bands

2. At least 2 hair nets

3. Several bobby pins

4. Brush

AFTER DANCE

Do not wear your dance shoes in the parking lot.
Grease from the concrete is carried on your shoes and
makes our marley floors slippery. the temperature dips,
remember to bundle up after class!! Bring sweatpants
and a jacket to wear home. When you come out of
class, your body temperature is very high. Walking out
of the studio into low temperatures is a great shock to
your body and can make you stiff!! Remember the
building next door is empty and does have a history of
vagrancy. Please be safe.
